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	Abstract:
	Tablet PCs are portable computers that allow users to interact with screen content using a specially designed pen.  Since their introduction in 2002, Tablet PCs have become increasingly popular in academia.  The purpose of this session is twofold: first, to explain the basics of operating a Tablet PC, and second, to demonstrate how a Tablet PC interacts with software (e.g. Word, PowerPoint, OneNote) for the purposes of teaching and learning statistics.  In addition, software that allows for the recording of audio and video content will be demonstrated.  A limited number of Tablet PCs will be available for participants to use during the session.
